Highlighting the 08 Schedule includes the return of the wildly popular East Coast Pro Glides for dates on May 31 and August 23 as well as a first visit by the local Pro Outlaw Doorslammers on June 21st.  “These 2 circuits are the pinnacle of fast, outlaw doorslammer racing and we’re proud to bring both circuits to Richmond Dragway.”  On tap for June 7th is an all new “Heads Up” program in conjunction with a test and tune that will include a heads up quick 8, our Performance Dynamics Real Street Shootout, Head’s Up Index Racing and more.  The  National Corvette Challenge returns after a wildly successful inaugural event in 07 on Saturday, May 10th.  The Performance Dynamics Top ET Klash event returns with a 2 weekend format in 08, the first scheduled for May 17-18 and the second July 26-27.  Again in 08, Sumerduck Dragway will host a Modified $5K to win race on the two weekends.  Our Susan McLauchlan Jewelers Ladies Challenge Series has 3 weekends of racing in 08 along with the 6 event dates of the Mid Atlantic Corvette Challenge and 2 events for the Southern Outlaw Top Sportsman Series, a local traveling series of fast doorslammer racing.  In the Fall, Sunoco Race Fuels has stepped up and is bringing a multi race weekend series of $2K to win Top and $1200 to win Modified ET bracket racing.  

The AED Performance ET Points Series continues as the backbone of the racing schedule with 20 event weekends throughout the season offering Richmond’s bracket drivers a chance at the track.  Our AED Friday Night series is back as well with 14 event dates April thru October.  

“Its going to be a blockbuster season at Richmond Dragway as we give our local drivers and fans something special all year with some great racing action.  Our schedule will be reviewed at the 2008 Racer’s Meeting/Parking Sales Day and Test and Tune on February 23rd.  We look forward to swinging the gates open and beginning our season real soon.”
